Photos submitted may not be
altered in any way. Photoshop is NOT allowed.
All submitted photos shall become the sole property of Healthy Communities of Brownsville for use at
its discretion.
Each photo will be judged on these criteria:

anti-litter message

severity of the photographed litter problem

originality of photo

photographic technique

quality of photo

originality of title and caption
The decision of the judges is final.
